The month of July is more than half over, and has been brutal. 

While, as Americans, we think of summer as a time for vacation and 

BBQs, Judaism regards summer differently. We begin the summer, 

in a sense, with Sefirat ha-Omer, a period associated with mourning. 

During summer proper we have "the three weeks" and "the nine 

days", periods of even more intense mourning, culminating in Tisha 

B'Av, the most mournful day of the traditional calendar.  

These periods and dates represent calamities that affected our people and our world, 

in the ancient, medieval, and even modern periods. Although the violence in Orlando, 

Louisiana, Minnesota, Dallas, France and Istanbul didn't target Jews specifically (but 

the knife attacks in Israel did), they all represent fractures in our world we must 

attempt to fix. Politicians can and should suggest political fixes, while military 

leaders and diplomats must offer strategic answers. As Jews, as a people for whom 

summer has historically been a time of suffering and mournful reflection, we can only 

remember that, just as the book of Iyov (Job) is followed by Shir ha-Shirim (Song of 

Songs), summer is followed by the month of Elul, the time when we reconnect with 

God and each other. There is no answer to explain our suffering. All we can do is 

love. 

The Board of Trustees of the East Midwood Jewish Center met in a 

special meeting on June 15 and unanimously selected Randy 

Grossman from among several candidates to be the new, full-time 

Executive Director, starting on July 1, 2016.  Edith Maiman, who 

has been our exemplary and much loved Executive Director since 

1998, will stay on to help Randy with the transition, but will 

officially retire at the end of July.  She will be on hand to help us 

when we need her wisdom and detailed knowledge of the workings of EMJC. 

Randy is a sales executive who has been active in Jewish affairs throughout his life.  Since 

joining EMJC, he has been involved in many programs, and served with distinction as  

Co-President with Toby Sanchez, since 2013.  He resigned as Co-President and Board 

Trustee.
